  Student Travel Awards

The DIC is accepting applications for student travel awards for graduate and undergraduate students 
presenting research talks or posters at ACS National Meetings. The amount of the award is $450.00. The 
deadline for receipt of applications is January 15 for the Spring ACS National Meeting, and June 1 for 
the Fall ACS National Meeting. Winners will be notified by March 1 and August 1, respectively, for the 
Spring and Fall meetings.

Selection process: Applications submitted by undergraduate researchers, graduate students in the first 
two years of their PhD and graduate students in the final years of their PhD will be reviewed separately. 
Within each category, the selection process will be based on scientific merit. Preference will be given to 
applicants who have not been awarded a Student Travel Award previously.

Eligibility:
1. The student must be a member of the DIC and must present his/her paper in the DIC program. 
Students who are not making presentations are ineligible.
2. Only one nomination will be accepted per research group for each meeting. Exceptions may be 
granted for collaborative projects.

Application Procedure:
Use the linked questionnaire (travelgrantappform.pdf or travelgrantappform.doc) as a cover page for 
your application package. Please make sure to complete it in its entirety.
The following items should be submitted after the form in this order:
1) A proof of your current ACS and DIC membership status, such as a copy of your receipt or a printout 
of “My Account” from acs.org showing your active divisional membership in DIC (you must log on to 
access this).
2) An abstract of the work to be presented in the DIC program with authors and affiliations listed and 
presenting author underlined.
3) A resume or CV, including a list of publications and presentations.
4) A recommendation letter from your research advisor (if your advisor prefers this to remain 
confidential, please have him/her, or a third party, submit the application on your behalf)

The application must be saved as a SINGLE pdf file and emailed as an attachment to 
studentawards@acsdic.org . Please, use the applicant’s last name to name the pdf file. Please note that 
studentawards@acsdic.org email address is not consistently monitored. Accordingly, questions 
concerning the application process should be directed to the Award co-Chairs: http://acsdic.org/
officers.htm (scroll to bottom of page for a link to full contact information).

It has been a pleasure to able to serve the membership of the Division of 
Inorganic Chemistry  as chair for 2015.  I have enjoyed working with the 
other members of the executive committee as well as the general 
membership.  Inorganic chemists have a passion for the subject and 
continue to work hard to promote all aspects of the field.    The DIC 
business meeting in Boston was very productive and I am pleased to be 
able to report that we continue to  make progress on instituting the 
strategic plan that was developed as a result of the planning retreat that 
was facilitated and supported by the ACS in June of 2014. 

I am pleased to report that the division’s budget situation is now under 
control and that we are now revenue neutral with a healthy reserve fund and a budget that allows us to 
do many things like supporting student travel awards, technical symposia and the young investigator 
symposium to name just a few.  The budget that was developed by myself, Lisa Berreau, Debbie Crans, 
and Claudia Turro with the help of the rest of the executive committee is actually working. We are 
especially indebted to our treasurer, Lisa Berreau, for her continuing efforts to understand our fiscal 
situation and to provide the accurate data that was and continues to be necessary for this exercise.  The 
updated DIC by-laws were approved by the general membership in the recent election (first update since 
1972) and they are now in the process of being officially accepted by ACS national. The membership 
drive that has been spearheaded by Ben Xue and which has been supported by an IGPP grant from the 
ACS is gaining momentum, and is beginning to bear fruit.  The DIC tee shirts that were given out at the 
Boston meeting as part of this effort have been a big hit.  I would also like to thank the newest DIC 
officers for their willingness to help to contribute to the goals of the division and to promote the 
enterprise of Inorganic Chemistry.  Your volunteer work is always appreciated and valued.  I know that 
the Division is in good hands as I turn the chair reigns over to Claudia Turro on January 1.  I look 
forward to supporting Claudia and the Division as past-chair next year.  I would also like to welcome the 
new batch of executive committee members who have just been elected, headed by John Protasiewicz as 
Chair-elect.   

The Boston ACS meeting was special to the Division because we won a ChemLuminary Award for 
Recognition of Innovation and Outstanding Service to Members of a Division. This award recognized 
the DIC young investigator symposium that was initiated 11 years ago when Don Tilley was chair of the 
Division.  We were the first division to have an award symposium like this and, as is often the case, 
imitation is the best form of flattery and several divisions now have similar programs.   I would like to 
recognize Debbie Crans for spearheading the application process for this award.  Without her usual 
tenacity, this award would not have happened.  The list of winners of these awards reads like a who’s 
who of young inorganic chemists.  This continues to be a very successful program that the Division will 
continue to support to the fullest.  As this program has evolved, we now have 5 outside sponsors who 
support this award (Exxon-Mobil, Dow, Research Corporation, Strem Chemicals and Chemistry of 
Materials).  We are indebted to these sponsors for helping out the Division with the financial burden of 
the awards and we are looking for three more sponsors so that all the awards will be funded by outside 
sources.

One of the highlights of the technical talks in Boston was the 11th annual Young Investigator 
symposium. This year we congratulate the following scientists who presented their work: Eric Bloch for 
work with Prof. Jeff Long, Matthew Greaney for work with Prof. Richard Brutchey, Jacob Kanady for 
work with Prof. Theo Agapie, Nian Liu for work with Prof. Yi Cui, Ekaterina Vinogradova for work 
with Prof. Steve Buchwald, Wei Gao for work with Prof. Joseph Wang, Timothy Johnstone for work 
with Prof. Steve Lippard and Alina Schimpf for work with Prof. Daniel Gamelin.  Another highlight was 
the Inorganic Chemistry Lecturship given by Prof. Daniel Gamelin and was supported by a symposium 
comprised of some of Dan’s former co-workers, mentors, colleagues and collaborators.  The DIC has 
recently signed agreements with the journals Inorganic Chemistry and Organometallics to continue to 
co-sponsor both the Inorganic Chemistry and  Organometallics Lectureship awards.  I would also like to 
congratulate the recipients of the DIC student travel awards for Boston.  These folks are named on the 
DIC website. We are pleased at the response that we continue to have for these awards and are delighted 
with the quality of the talks that the award winners have given. 

Finally, I note with sadness that Inorganic Chemistry lost two giants in the passing of Alan Davidson 
(http://news.mit.edu/2015/chemistry-professor-emeritus-alan-davison-dies-1117), emeritus Professor at 
MIT and Malcolm Chisholm (http://chemistry.osu.edu/node/3750507 and http://www.legacy.com/
obituaries/dispatch/obituary.aspx?pid=176725616), Professor at Ohio State in mid-November.  Both 
have made enormous contributions to the field and will be dearly missed by those who knew them.  
Malcolm served as the DIC chair in 1987.  An obituary for Malcolm Chisholm (provided by former 
student Dave Clark) is included towards the end of this newsletter.

These initiatives include a membership 
drive, the sponsorship of exciting symposia of broad interest to the 
inorganic community, the creation of a strategic plan and goals for the 
Division, and encouraging and supporting the award nominations of our 
members and promoting diversity. Indeed, in 2015 the DIC had the largest 
number of female National ACS Award winners ever, five, along with six 
ACS Fellows associated with the field inorganic chemistry.

The DIC had an outstanding year for recognition of both the division and its 
members! The DIC received a ChemLuminary Award in 2015 for the creation of the Young Investigator 
Awards and a decade of the highly successful associated symposia. In addition, the Division was 
awarded two Innovative Project Grants in 2014 to undertake the first DIC strategic planning activity  and 
a membership drive, and one in 2015 to begin a new collaborative international initiative in inorganic 
chemistry between the US, the UK, and Canada. 

One of my goals as DIC Chair is to consider the creation of a new subdivision to attract members who 
work in the broad area of sustainable energy, which includes photo- and electro-catalysts for the 
production of clean fuels and the reduction of greenhouse gases and the harnessing of solar energy in 
photovoltaic devices. As such, this research encompasses the broad fields of photochemistry, catalysis, 
spectroscopy, and excited state processes of inorganic complexes and materials.  I am also excited about 
working with the newly elected members of the Executive Committee, many of whom were not been 
previously  involved with the DIC.  I am looking forward to an influx of new ideas for initiatives and 
topics of relevance to the Division and our members.

The DIC has been proud to give students and postdocs the opportunity to present their work at National 
ACS Meetings, to keep them engaged in the conference, and to make them aware of the Division. The 
INOR programs at the 2015 ACS meetings in Denver add Boston were outstanding. The DIC held a 
significantly greater number of symposium sessions, both dedicated to award winners and to sponsored 
symposia than any other technical division!

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Inorganic Stamp Corner
by Daniel Rabinovich 

Taming the Beast

 The French chemist Henri Moissan (1852-1907) was awarded the 1906 Nobel 
Prize in Chemistry for two rather different areas of scientific endeavor, namely the 
isolation of elemental fluorine and the introduction of the electric furnace in the 
preparation of metal carbides and other refractory materials.  The selection committee of the Royal 
Swedish Academy of Sciences had a particularly difficult  task that year, and Moissan edged out by a 
single vote (5-4) Dmitri Mendeleev, of periodic table fame.  Unfortunately the renowned Russian 
chemist, who was considered an eccentric genius but an outsider in the European establishment, never 
got a chance to be nominated again since he died of influenza on February  2, 1907.  As bad luck would 
have it, Moissan himself died from acute appendicitis only  18 days later, shortly  after returning to Paris 
from his trip to Stockholm.
 The isolation of fluorine in 1886 was a remarkable achievement given the extreme reactivity of 
this element.  Moissan succeeded by  electrolyzing at  25 °C a solution of potassium hydrogen fluoride 
(KHF2) dissolved in anhydrous hydrogen fluoride, using special platinum–iridium electrodes in a 
platinum U-shaped vessel capped with fluorite (CaF2) stoppers.  Not exactly  an experiment 
undergraduate students conduct today in a laboratory  course!  In any event, Moissan’s electrolytic cell is 
depicted on the two French stamps shown herein.

                                  

 Interestingly, the stamp on the left, released in 1986 to commemorate fluorine’s centennial, 
displays the incorrect (reverse) chemical equation, i.e., hydrogen does react with fluorine to yield 
hydrogen fluoride, but that is evidently not how the lightest halogen was isolated in the first place!

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Malcolm H. Chisholm

Malcolm H. Chisholm, Distinguished University Professor at  The Ohio State University, and one of the world’s 
leading inorganic chemists, died on Friday November 20 at  the age of 70. Born in Bombay India, raised in 
Scotland and England, he earned his doctorate working with Don Bradley at Queen Mary College, London. After 
a postdoctoral appointment at  the University of Western Ontario with Howard Clark, he accepted a faculty 
position at Princeton in (1972-1978), followed by 22 years at Indiana University (1978-2000), and 15 years at 
Ohio State University (2000-2015).  Predeceased by his wife Cynthia, he is survived by his sons Calum, Selby 
and Derek. 

Malcolm’s scientific stature and scholarship was recognized by many professional societies around the world. He 
was a member of the National Academy of Sciences, and a Fellow of the Royal Society of Chemistry (London).  
He was a Fellow of the American Academy of Arts and Sciences, the American Association for the Advancement 
of Science, the American Chemical Society, the Royal Society of Edinburgh, and Die Deutsche Akademie der 
Naturforscher - Leopoldina. He was the recipient  of numerous awards from the American Chemical Society, 
including ACS Awards in Inorganic Chemistry, Distinguished Service in the Advancement of Inorganic 
Chemistry, the Basolo Medal and the Bailar Medal. He was the recipient of the Nyholm prize of the Royal Society 
of Chemistry. 

Malcolm loved the topic of structure and bonding. He showed early in his career how pi-donor ligands could 
stabilize low coordination numbers, and how pi-bonding models could explain chemical behaviors, such as the 
diamagnetism of a four-coordinate d2 center like Mo(NMe2)4. It was the consideration of how a d3 center like 
Mo(NMe2)3 could be diamagnetic that  led Malcolm to the field of metal-metal multiple bonding, the scientific 
topic that  he loved the most. He was fascinated by the reactivity of metal-metal multiple bonds, and their 
relationship to the chemistry of multiple bonds in organic chemistry. He set out  to systematize the classes of 
chemical reactions of metal-metal multiple bonds, in analogy to classes of reactivity shown by carbon-carbon 
multiple bonds in organic chemistry. He demonstrated how dinuclear centers could be stabilized with certain 
ligands types, communicate electronically in polymers and liquid crystals, and be used to make organic polymers 
from sustainable sources.

Above all, Malcolm will be remembered for his generosity and graciousness as a person. He was an exceedingly 
influential and supportive father, husband, friend, and colleague for all who knew him. For his students, postdocs, 
and colleagues, he was a role model, as a teacher and mentor, and as a person.  He had a wonderful sense of 
humor, and he cared deeply and genuinely about  everyone around him. This extended well beyond his immediate 
students and colleagues, but also to their families. He was happiest  when he could celebrate the successes of his 
family and his students.

The Division of Inorganic Chemistry represents a diverse body of  scientists who come together to understand and 
promote the richness of the chemistry of the elements. Molecular biologists, materials scientists, and many types of 
chemists are members of this division.

The Division has several responsibilities: the development and coordination of programming of interest to our members 
at national meetings; continuing improvement in the education of current and future chemists in the beauty of inorganic 
chemistry and the value of chemistry in general; representation of our members' interests to the ACS through the 
election of Councilors and other positions; and maintaining the fiscal health of the Division to support all other 
activities. The Division usually has one of the largest technical programs at the national meetings.

The goals of the ACS Division of Inorganic Chemistry:

3. To arrange programs dealing with Inorganic Chemistry for the National Meetings of the ACS.
4. To organize and conduct symposia on special topics in Inorganic Chemistry at times and places designated by 

the Executive Committee of the DIC.
5. To promote the teaching of Inorganic Chemistry at both the undergraduate and graduate levels.

Selected areas of chemistry in which the Division's activities are focused:

Organometallic Chemistry. Includes the synthesis, characterization, and reactivity of main group, transition metal, 
and rare earth organometallic compounds, and the applications of such compounds in organic synthesis, inorganic 
synthesis, and catalysis.
Bioinorganic Chemistry. Includes all aspects of the chemistry of the metallic elements and small inorganic 
molecules in biological systems.
Solid-State and Materials Chemistry. Includes the synthesis, characterization, and physical and chemical properties 
of solids that contain metallic and/or main group elements.
Coordination Chemistry. Includes the synthesis, characterization, and physical and chemical properties of classical 
coordination compounds.
Nanoscience. Includes the synthesis, characterization, and physical and chemical properties of nanostructured 
materials (inorganic nanocrystals, inorganic-organic hybrid materials etc.).
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
